* PROCLAMATION OF THE EASTER GOOD NEWS (including Psalm 95:1-2) 
A: Christ is risen! 
C: He is risen indeed. Alleluia! 
A: Oh come, let us sing to the LORD; 
C: Let us make a joyful noise to the rock of our salvation! 
A: Let us come into His presence with thanksgiving;

* CONFESSION AND FORGIVENESS 
P: In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 
C: Amen. 
P: People of God, let us come into His holy presence with sincere hearts and confess to Him our sin, that by His grace, we 

might receive His mercy and the forgiveness of our sins for the sake of our resurrected Savior, our Lord Jesus Christ.  
 (We pause for a time of silent reflection and confession). Almighty God. . . 
C: Our Heavenly Father, we poor sinners confess to You that we are by nature sinful and unclean, and that we have 

sinned against You in thought, word, and deed, both by what we have done and by what we have left undone. 
We have not loved You with our whole heart, nor have we loved our neighbors as ourselves. For all this we 
justly deserve Your present and eternal punishment. But for the sake of Your Son, Jesus Christ, who died for us 
on the cross and is now risen from the dead, have mercy on us, forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we 
may delight in Your will and walk in Your ways to the glory of Your holy name. Amen. 

P: Having heard your sincere confession, by virtue of my office as a called and ordained servant of the Word I announce 
God’s grace to you, and in the place and at the command of our Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins in the name 
of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

* NICENE CREED  
C: I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, and of all things visible and invisible.  
 And in one LORD Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of 

God, Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten, not made, being of one substance with the Father, by whom 
all things were made; who for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven and was incarnate by the 
Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary and was made man; and was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate.

* SONG:  “Be Unto Your Name” (beginning with “Holy, Holy, Lord God Almighty”) 



P: Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread, and when He had given thanks, He broke it and 
gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, eat; this is My body, which is given for you. This do in remembrance of Me.” In 
the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, saying: “Drink of it, 
all of you; this cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often 
as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.”  

C: Christ has died; Christ has risen; Christ will come again. 
P: Lord, remember us in Your Kingdom, and teach us to pray. . . 
C: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be Thy name, Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done, on earth as it is in 

heaven. Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass 
against us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For Thine is the kingdom, and the power, 
and the glory, forever and ever. Amen.

C: And may He work in us what is pleasing to Him through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.

Jeremiah 31:1–6  
“At that time, declares the LORD, I will be the God of all the clans of Israel, and they shall be my people.” 2 Thus says the LORD: 
“The people who survived the sword found grace in the wilderness; when Israel sought for rest, 3the LORD appeared to him 
from far away. I have loved you with an everlasting love; therefore I have continued my faithfulness to you.4 Again I will build 
you, and you shall be built, O virgin Israel! Again you shall adorn yourself with tambourines and shall go forth in the dance of 
the merrymakers.5 Again you shall plant vineyards on the mountains of Samaria; the planters shall plant and shall enjoy the 



fruit. 6 For there shall be a day when watchmen will call in the hill country of Ephraim: ‘Arise, and let us go up to Zion, to 
the LORD our God.’” 
  
Colossians 3:1–4  
 If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2 Set 
your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth. 3 For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in 
God. 4 When Christ who is your life appears, then you also will appear with him in glory.  
  
Matthew 28:1–10  
Now after the Sabbath, toward the dawn of the first day of the week, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to see the 
tomb. 2 And behold, there was a great earthquake, for an angel of the Lord descended from heaven and came and rolled back 
the stone and sat on it. 3 His appearance was like lightning, and his clothing white as snow. 4 And for fear of him the guards 
trembled and became like dead men. 5 But the angel said to the women, “Do not be afraid, for I know that you seek Jesus who 
was crucified. 6 He is not here, for he has risen, as he said. Come, see the place where he lay. 7 Then go quickly and tell his 
disciples that he has risen from the dead, and behold, he is going before you to Galilee; there you will see him. See, I have 
told you.” 8 So they departed quickly from the tomb with fear and great joy, and ran to tell his disciples. 9 And behold, Jesus met 
them and said, “Greetings!” And they came up and took hold of his feet and worshiped him. 10 Then Jesus said to them, “Do 
not be afraid; go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee, and there they will see me.”
